Brenda Farmer Van De Walle Revitalizing Downtown Calvert, Texas  

With a love for historic towns and buildings, my passion has been to revitalize historic Calvert's Main Street Busi-
ness District  and restore several of the buildings in the 700 block of Main Street.   The buildings date back to the 

1880s during the Victorian Era and for me, historic preservation is the ultimate form of recycling and the green-

est buildings are those that are already built.   Calvert was a huge attraction with  the 3rd largest historic district 
in Texas on the National Registry (more than 37 blocks).  

 
UNDER THE CHANDELIER LLC is the first restoration project my family worked on and is located at 702 S. Main 

Street.  The store is an antique, vintage, architectural salvage and home & garden store.    Built in the  late 
1880's, the restoration project for Under the Chandelier was a labor of love that opened in May 2016.  

 

FARMERS TO MARKET LLC as Calvert Coffee Company was the next restoration project next door to Under the 
Chandelier at 704 S. Main St.  The coffee shop opened in November 2018 and it has been exciting to meet so 

many people in the community, neighboring towns and visitors traveling through Calvert on State Highway 6.

School -wide Afterschool Interventions  

 
Our mission at Calvert Independent School District is to create a learning environment that will ensure the aca-

demic, social and emotional growth for our students so that they will be successful in school, college, work and 
life.

implement to ensure student success is an after-school tutoring program on Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday & 

Thursdayôs beginning January 14, 2019 ï February 28, 2019. The intervention schedule for elementary school 
will be from 3:00 -4:00 and high school from 3:30 -4:30. Teachers will send an intervention schedule listing their 

exact intervention days.  The goal of this program is to provide additional interventions for students who did not 
master the Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills (TEKS) taught in their classes during the first semester of the
